Common non-emergency ailments that can be treated 
at St. Joseph Urgent Care Centers include: 

• cough, cold, flu, sore throat
• earache, ear pain 
• eye problem
• upper respiratory infection 
• blood pressure check
• skin infection, rash, skin lumps, bump or growth
• minor abrasion
• minor sport injuries and strain
• muscle ache and sprain 
• prescription refill
• common urinary tract infection
• lice, scabies, or tick bites
• sunburn or minor cooking burn
• nausea, dizziness, vomiting
• fever without convulsion (uncontrollable shaking)
• neck, back pain 
• foot problems, and more.

Our Urgent Care Centers can also provide you with routine 
medical care, such as blood pressure screenings and 
physicals when your regular physician is unavailable. We 
offer immunizations, on-site X-ray, and lab services as well.
